4 BASICS: 
 

I. You must be meaningfully engaging with God as a passionate worshiper/disciple. 
 
 

A. You must relate to God as a passionate worshiper. (Colossians 1:16)

4. You were made to worship – so respond! (1 Timothy 4:13; 2 Timothy 4:1-5; James 1:22-25)
